America is Getting Finances in Order

America has to start living within its means. For a long time, Washington acted like that
rule didn’t apply to the federal government. A lot of folks promised us a free lunch.

We had a surplus in 2000 - we had a surplus a decade ago. But we cut taxes; we fought
two wars; we created a new prescription drug plan - and we didn’t pay for any of it.
Didn’t pay for any of it, just put it on the credit card. So we were left with a big deficit
when I walked into office. And then it was made worse by the worst recession that
we’ve had since the Great Depression. When you have a huge recession like that, two
things happen: On the one hand, revenues go down because companies and individuals
aren’t doing as well so you’re not taking in as many taxes. On the other hand, the
demands on government are even greater, whether it’s unemployment benefits, or tryiﬁg
to help states and local governments deal with their shortfalls.
